Only knuth and dijkstra are directly accessible
from outside the department. To connect to
another host in the lab, first connect to
knuth.cecsresearch.org or dijkstra.cecsresearch.org,
then through this connection, connect to the
other host (lamport cluster, workstation, etc.).

The CECS name server will map
knuth.cecsresearch.org and dijkstra.cecsresearch.org
to Internet-routable static IPs when accessed
from outside the department, which are
forwarded to their link local addresses. When
accessed from inside the department, it will just
reply with the link local address, which gives a
faster connection.
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A workstation, laptop, etc. using DHCP will be assigned an

address ending in 2 through 127. Some workstations have

been configured to use static addresses in the 140s or 150s.
